XXIII INTERNATIONAL FESTIVAL OF THE FINE ARTS

"Color Art"

The Festival is an annual venture organized by The Goleniów Culture House since 1990. It is a continuation of the International Festival of Children's Artistic Creation Under The Auspices Of The Polish National Commission for UNESCO. Its main goal is promotion of all forms of arts creation of young artists. The work qualified for the festival will be presented in The Goleniów Culture House and town space. 

Every year, the most interesting works are earmarked for auction which the main goal is helping children. Those works are also in the exposure of many institutions and they are presented at national and international exhibitions.

1. The theme of the XXIV International Festival of the Fine Arts  "Color Art" is “In the land of fairy tales, fables and legends”.

2. The organizer leaves the artists freedom of expression in the interpretation of the theme of the contest.

VII. FESTIVAL SCHEDULE:

1. All pieces of work should be sent till March 15, 2014 (by date on postmark)

2. Festival committee meeting – March 29, 2014

3. Contact with the winners of the Festival, publication of the protocol from the committee meeting and sending invitations- till April 10, 2014

4. Final of the Festival:  from May 28, 2014 to June 1, 2014
(Arrival of guests to Goleniów on May 28, 2014, departure from Goleniów June 01, 2014)

5. Exhibition of Festival will take place in Goleniów Culture House, and Tourist information Center from May 28, 2014 till August 31, 2014.

6. PROGRAMME OF THE FESTIVAL:

· May 28, 2014 – Arrival of guests to Goleniów. First meeting at dinner.

· May 29, 2014 - Trip to the seaside.

· May 30, 2014 - May 31, 2014 - Workshops in groups.

· June 1, 2014 – Great Outdoor Action "Painting the World" combined with presentation of awards winners of the Festival.

VIII. PRIZES:

1. Winners will be invited to Goleniów for the Final of the Festival with one guardian. The organizer will cover all costs of stay, accommodation and participation in events included in the programme of the Festival. Costs of arrival and departure have to be covered by guest of the Festival or delegating institution.

2. Financial awards will be granted by the Festival Committee appointed by The Organizer.

3. Stake-money allocated for the prizes is 10.000,00 PLN.

4. Prizes are:

1) GRAND PRIX OF THE FESTIVAL- The prize will be granted with the financial award for the author of the best piece of work chosen from three main categories: painting, graphics and photography.

2) PRIZES IN THREE MAIN CATEGORIES:

3) THE AWARD FOR THE BEST WORK FROM THE  GOLENIÓW DISTRICT: 

· The award for the authors of the best piece of work chosen from two categories: painting and graphics. 

· 1st  place – Apart from financial award,  the chosen piece of work will be repainted enlarged to size of 30m2 during The Great Outdoor Action “Painting the World”. After that, it will be presented in town area for 12 months – from June 2014 till June 2015.

· 2nd place – financial award

· 3rd place – financial award

· The award for the authors of the best piece of work chosen in category: photography.

· 1st place - Apart from financial award, the chosen piece of work will be will be presented in town space for 12 months – from June 2014 till June 2015.

· 2nd place – financial award

· 3rd place -  financial award

4) Apart from above awards, the Organizer of the Festival will grant distinctions, including presentation of piece of work during festival exhibition and in the catalogue. 

IX. REWARD SYSTEM:

1. The pieces of work will be judged and awarded by the Festival Committee, which members will be appointed by the Organizer.

2. Head of the Festival Committee: Leszek Zebrowski:

· Associate Professor of Art Academy in Szczecin, 

· winner of over 30 awards at national and international festivals,

· graduate of Gdansk School of Fine Arts at the Faculty of Design Graphic,

· passionate in drawing, painting, scenography and film,

· the best known as the author of over 360 printed posters.

3. The Organizer may also grant additional non-financial rewards such as:

· Reward of the Director of Goleniów Culture House

· Reward of the Curator of the Festival.

4. Works put into tubes will not be judged.

5. Works must be sent unframed, not taped, in solid envelope. On the back of each work, please post details: title, name, date of birth, address, telephone number, e-mail address.

6. Size of work should fit in between sizes A4 to A1 (applies to paintings and graphics)

7. Photos:

· Photographs may be made by any photographic technique.

· Photos should be sent to must be sent unframed, not taped, in solid envelope.

· On the back of each work, please post details: title, name, date of birth, address, telephone number, e-mail address.

· One author can send up to 3 photos. 

· A composition of photographs can include up to 3 photos, numbered with order of presentation.

· Required photos format min. 20x30 cm, max. 30x45 cm.

· The photographs should be also submitted on CD (format - JPEG, resolution - 300 dpi). CD should be signed clearly and must include author’s name and surname. 

8. To every piece of work you should attach filled application card. 

9. The financial awards which will not be collected during Festival (till 01.06.2014) by:

· Participant, or when he will be absent 

· Legal guardian

will be forfeited to Organizer

10. The power of attorney to receive financial reward in case of absence of the award-winning participant must be made in formal writing way and submitted to the Curator of Festival.

11. If the participant will not take the document which proofs participation in the Festival, it will be mailed to him - at his request -  with a catalog of the festival.

12. Organizer does not cover the costs of staying, accommodation and any other costs for people and their guardians who will not be awarded.

13. Organizer informs, that Festival Committee will grant one winner with no more than one financial prize.

14. Application cards should be filled with capital letters. Works with unreadably filled application cards will not be judged.

15. Application cards should consist:

· Participants name and surname

· Age (for example 13 years old)

· Full address (street, city with postcode, country)

· Telephone number

· Email address

· Name and address of delegating institution (with telephone number and email address) with name and surname of artistic supervisor
